Artistic biography Lucia Rubeljová

Rubeljová Lucia was born in Stará Lubovňa, into a family with four children as eldest daughter. Her first interest in the art appeared after her grandfather reamed carpenter's pencil that already as a three years old child drew her "juvenile" on cardboard paper. Since then they became her trusty companions to which she has loosen the bridle of her imagination and not drawing just on a piece of paper, but her creativity was possibly seen also on the walls in the house of her adored grandmother. The art enchanted her so much that unlike her peers she used for modelling not children's usual play dough but the modelling clay from which she was able to create the variety of the possible and the impossible.
Yet at the first creations her parents noticed her artistic potential and hoping she would become a sculptor they put her to an Elementary Artistic Grammar School. During her studies Lucia managed to capitalize on her talents by participating in various art competitions where she often placed on the first places. Among her most significant achievements includes the award of the Silver band in the pan-European competition. While attending elementary school she won the first price in the competition in illustrating a book within literary - dramatic activity and also became the school magazine illustrator. After finishing elementary school she successfully passed aptitude tests at the Secondary School of Arts in Kežmarok, where she finished in a competition as winner, but after considering her goals, to sell art to future generations and motivate the youngest, her route was redirected to the Pedagogical and Social Academy in Prešov where she has created among others teaching aids a large book of illustrations, as well as her contribution by creating a very pleasant, artistically environment in the form of wall paintings on buildings. After reaching an adulthood and the termination the secondary school she was drawing for own joy. During that time where created smaller formats such as "Walk through the fire and ice" or "Exit from the Labyrinth".
The first impulse for being fully employed by drawing was the moment when she has shown her art by a chance to one of her current client, who has asked her to draw a painting for him. The painting was supposed to be abstract and based on her pure creativity and ideas. She made an artistic painting "Fire" which deepened her passion for art and a desire for new art work. It is in this period that where created other pictures such as “The impossible touch of the crowns”, “Meeting planets”, “Sailing on the fire” and “Paris” which amazed one of her biggest current client who was the curator of the art exhibition at the same time who motivated her for more work and to improve herself.
Lucia’s art work distinguishes out from other artists in particular diversity in style of artistic work statement. Within her art work we can feel a strong temperament, especially in the form of an abstract perception and frequent variations of fire and red colour, based on her Croatian origin. From the variety of her art work are currently enjoying not only her friends, acquaintances, but also the wider public. Lucia's greatest motivation is the positive feedback of customers and enthusiasm of her surrounding from her art of which reflected Lucia's inexhaustible enthusiasm for painting.
